We also manage prairie properties. In 1995
the Native Prairies Association of Texas
received a donation of 5 acres of pristine
Blackland prairie near Riesel, east of Waco.

In 1996 we  accepted the donation of the 1,114
acre Alfred E. Maddin Ranch, in Colorado City on
the southern Rolling Plains of West Texas. We are
restoring the ranch to prairie and a wildlife
refuge using grazing, fire, and reseeding in
cooperation with the Natural Resources
Conservation Service. We work closely
with the local high school on prairie
projects and we are working with the Harborne
Foundation to re-establish prairie dogs.

Acquisition of prairie conservation
easements in the endangered Blackland
Prairie regions of Texas is another
important  NPAT program. We
currently hold several
conservation easements.

We support the production of local ecotype seeds
in the various ecoregions of Texas.

Our membership is an
association of both lay and
professional people who
appreciate native prairies.
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
